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COLLEGE NAME: College of Public Health

PROGRAMS: Bachelor degree major in Preventive Medicine (5 years); Master of Science
major in difference fields of public health ( 3 years) and PhD in difference fields of public health
(3-4 years).

FACULTY: It has 55 teaching staffs entitled with professor or associate professors and 23
lecturers. We have one double-academician, one professor entitled with of National Thousand
Talents Program, one professor entitled with National Distinguished Young Scholars, three
professors entitled with Chair Professor of provincial level. Thirteen supervisors are qualified to
supervise PhD student and 65 are qualified to supervise Master degree students (including 7
external professors).

DEPARTMENTS: There are 9 departments including Epidemiology, Health Statistics,
Occupational Medicine, Environmental Health, Nutrition and Food Hygiene, Children,
Adolescents, and women Health, Medical Chemistry, Toxicology, and Social Medicine and
Healthcare management in the college. The degrees which offers include PhD, Master of
Science major in preventive medicine, and Master of Public Health. The college has 3
departments which are specially financial supported by the provincial government.

RESEARCH fields: The main research interests of the faculty members are infectious
diseases, molecular epidemiology, epidemiology of non-communicable chronic diseases, methods
of medical statistics and evaluation of residents health and health service, health insurance system
study, occupational cancer, dust and pneumoconiosis, reproductive and developmental toxicology,
environmental toxicology, nutrition and disease, mental health of child and adolescent, growth
and development of child and adolescent, etc.

SCIENTIFIC EXCHANGE AND COOPERATION: The college has close scientific
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relationships with the most school of public health and other institutions in China, there are very
good cooperative research and training programs between the college and College of Public
Health of University of Oklahoma, School of Tropical Medicine and Public Health of Tulane
University, and Department of Preventive Medicine of University of Medicine and Dentistry of

New Jersey.
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
